Supported and attended by the CoinCeylon x Intersect Sri Lanka Hub, this cybersecurity CTF
event took place at the University of Ruhuna and gathered over 200 student participants from
across the island.

All activities during the June milestone period were delivered through a mix of in-
person engagements across university campuses and virtual events, ensuring broad
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regional reach and inclusion.

June Monthly Town Hall
Virtual via Zoom — Reached community members across Sri Lanka and beyond,
engaging them in ecosystem updates and interactive dialogue.

Ruhuna University Workshop Series (Workshops 02, 03, 04)

In-person at the Faculty of Engineering, University of Ruhuna — Delivered hands-on
blockchain learning to over 168+ students cumulatively, covering wallets, governance,
real-world applications, and ecosystem tools.

We launched X space series “8325) 2@ 22002 / eurry @ MIH) S{TLemL”, a
bilingual X Space series, to engage Sinhala and Tamil-speaking community members
weekly. These open mic sessions aim to increase awareness of Cardano and
Intersect activities among local audiences less familiar with Twitter, while also
encouraging governance participation in native languages.

Red Cypher 2.0 — Cybersecurity CTF

In-person at University of Ruhuna — Supported and attended by the Hub; featured
200+ participants across 35 teams focusing on cryptography, reverse engineering,
and forensics.

UniHack 2025

Virtual submissions and workshops and /In-person Event at University of Kelaniya —
Sri Lanka’s first Inter-University Blockchain Hackathon brought together 225+ students
from 18 universities nationwide.

All content was also distributed and promoted via our Intersect Sri Lanka X (Twitter) page,
CoinCeylon Socials as well as localized engagement in English and local languages

To ensure quality and alignment with Intersect goals, the following steps were taken:

Zoom session was recorded, archived, and feedback was collected through follow-up
discussions, multilingual participation was ensured.

University Workshops

content (e.g. Cardano Academy), student feedback via Mentimeter, and certificate
issuance based on participation.

e X Space - Sinhala & Tamil Community Series
The spaces were conducted as informal, recurring Friday sessions, ensuring
comfortable, community-led engagement. Topics included governance, Intersect
updates, and blockchain literacy. Initial engagement metrics and listener feedback
were used to shape upcoming sessions and increase relevance.

¢ UniHack 2025
Judging panel of expert academics and industry professionals ensured fairness. Top
10 teams were selected from 61 based on scoring rubrics. Event logistics and delivery
were professionally managed in collaboration with the university.

The CoinCeylon x Intersect Sri Lanka Hub maintained its commitment to open, inclusive, and
multilingual communication throughout June. All major events and initiatives were
documented and promoted across our official X (Twitter) profile, YouTube channel, and
Intersect Discord server to ensure continued community engagement and transparency.

We kicked off the month by announcing and covering the second, third, and final workshops
at the University of Ruhuna, part of our ongoing educational series “Mastering Blockchain
Technology & Building on Cardano.” Highlights, student engagement, and faculty
partnerships were shared via event photos, tweets, and a final recap post celebrating the
certification ceremony. These efforts reinforced the educational foundation we’re building with
university partnerships.

We also supported and attended Red Cypher 2.0, a cybersecurity competition hosted by the
University of Ruhuna’s IEEE Student Branch. Over 140 competing students and nearly 200
attendees participated. CoinCeylon’s role as title sponsor and on-ground presence was
featured in a dedicated thank-you post, with a highlight video shared to showcase the event’s
impact.

Mid-month, we introduced a new initiative: “X Spaces — 2325} &) 25251029 / Uy

@ MIB STLemL”, a bilingual Twitter Space series conducted in Sinhala and Tamil.
Designed to improve governance awareness and Cardano literacy in local languages, this
series helps bridge the digital gap for communities less familiar with X (Twitter), while
fostering culturally relevant conversations.

The June Monthly Town Hall was promoted through countdown graphics, multilingual posts,
and speaker features. The post-event video was released along with key takeaways from the
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session, further amplifying visibility and ecosystem reach.

The launch of UniHack 2025, Sri Lanka’s first-ever inter-university blockchain hackathon, was
one of the month’s most exciting campaigns. We announced the event via dedicated artwork,
registration links, and regional calls to action aimed at university students across the country.
With 225+ students from 61 teams representing 18 universities, the event became a focal
point for ecosystem-wide attention, culminating in impactful judging sessions and award
recognitions—all of which were highlighted in our communications.

Together, these strategic communication efforts contributed to strengthening governance
literacy, increasing localized participation, and building real-world relevance for the Cardano
ecosystem in Sri Lanka.
