What was delivered:

The 4th and final session of the “Mastering Blockchain Technology & Building on
Cardano” series concluded on 20th May with a focus on building real-world blockchain
applications using MeshJS and Aiken, and introducing students to the Cardano
Academy.
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108 students completed the month-long series and were awarded participation
certificates.

The CoinCeylon x Intersect Sri Lanka Hub continued its strong focus on transparent,
multilingual, and impactful community communication throughout May.
